
Is the student an immediate danger to themself/others?
Ask directly, "are you thinking of harming yourself or others?"

If you notice a student who:
Talks of suicide/death, expresses hopeless/helpless, feels like a burden to others,

shows signs of self-harm/risky behavior, shows a drastic change in
mood/behavior/appearance.

Ask the student clarifying questions to
better understand what is happening and

what resources would be helpful.

Submit an Early Alert or Incident Report. A
non-clinical case manager will follow up

with the student.
