For most people, helping to save
the life of another person is an ex-
perience that comes - if ever - once
in a lifetime. For SUU alumnus Jeff
Goulding, saving lives is what he
does on a daily basis. Even
during his newsletter
interview over Zoom,
Jeff closely monitors
a computer screen
from his hospital of-
fice, diligently watch-
ing for alerts that might
indicate that someoneisin
trouble and needs his immedi-
ate attention.

“I'm currently working in
the emergency room,” Jeff informs
me as our interview begins, “and |
may have to respond to stuff, but I'll
let you know as we go.”

Despite having to con-

stantly be on-call while he's at work,
Jeffis surprisingly calm and relaxed,
which he attributes to his profes-
sional training. In 2009, Jeff grad-
uated from Southern Utah Univer-
sity’s Psychology program.

Now, just 12 years later,
Jeff Goulding works on
the Crisis Team at the
George E. Wahlen De-
partment of Veterans
Affairs Medical Center
in Salt Lake City where
he puts his training to use

every single day.

“Basically, | deal with peo-
ple who come into the VA Hospital
in Salt Lake who are suicidal, hom-
icidal, psychotic, intoxicated or de-
toxing from substances. We also re-
spond to crises anywhere on the VA
campus as it arises,” Jeff explains...
