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In general, a Social Security Number (SSN) is only given to students working in the United States. As
an international student on an F-1 Visa, you are only authorized to work on-campus, unless you
qualify for Optional Practical Training (OPT) or Curricular Practical Training (CPT). Once you have
been hired, you will need to apply for an SSN by taking the following information with you to the
Social Security Administration Office:
