Engage and Plan

e Are you aware of learners’ goals as it relates to this course or major?
e How will you modify or enhance your teaching and assessment strategies to ensure the needs and goals of each
learner are met?

Implement
e Has your approach or decision changed after looking at this topic through the Equity Lens?
Measure Success

e How will you identify and measure the success of this course or major?
e Does that success measure properly evaluate the success relative to underrepresented populations?

e  Where do current assessment strategies fail to measure the impact of underrepresentation?
e  What adjustments will you make to improve equity in assessment?
