The social science composite is a degree program. Students
desiring a social science composite may be recommended for a
state of Utah teaching license by earning a bachelor's degree and
completing the professional education courses offered through the
teacher education department in the College of Education.

Required Courses (50 hours minimum in social sciences):

Complete 18-hour minimum requirement in history 18
A minimum of 8 semester hours is required in 8
geography.

A minimum of 24 hours is required from economics,
political science, psychology and sociology with at
least 6 hours in each of the above subject matter
areas. It is suggested that economic classes include
courses that teach principles of economics and
macro and micro economics. American government,
law, and state and local government are suggested
areas, which the political science courses should 24
cover. Introduction to psychology is required and
Sociology 1010 and 3010 are strongly recommended.
Additional hours to reach the minimum of 50 will be
from electives in the social sciences subjects. At
least 25 hours must be upper division credit.
Additionally, Social Studies 4900 is required, which is
not part of the minimum 50 semester hours for this
major.
