POLICIES

1. The various Art and Design degree programs have been
crafted to meet national and state standards of excellence
in order to offer students the greatest opportunity for
success after graduation.

2. A BA or a BFA may be preferable depending on your
career goals. In general, the BA is a liberal arts degree
focusing on art and design and its history, in the context
of a broad program of general studies. The BFA is a
professional practicing attist/designer degree focusing on
intensive studio work in art and design. The BFA is a
composite degree (major & minor combined).

3. Studio courses are experiential. Consequently, attendance
is mandatory. A student who misses more than 1/4 of
the class time will receive a grade of “C-“ to “F”
regardless of other considerations.
