Approval of January 2003 Minutes: Janna motioned to approve with exception noted by Idir. Passed with one abstention.

IT Report. Glen


A document titled Historic View, Student Account Summary 3-14150 (A)  was presented detailing the income and expenditures of student funds supporting technology since fiscal year 1991.  In September a detailed reconciliation for this fiscal year will be provided.  


Referencing Computer Lab Inventory and Growth/Replacement Outline (B), Glen showed the projected acquisitions for new technology thru fiscal year 2007.  Labs that were not highlighted on the list are scheduled to receive cascaded technology.  For example, Eight (8) machines that were recently removed from CN 221 will be cascaded to SC 22.  All cascaded technology is quality equipment and will be sufficient to meet the needs of these areas. Because all areas have been consulted it is expected that there will be virtually no  change to the schedule as it appears in this document.   


It is unclear where the funds from course fees collected from CS 1000 ISA 1050.  Regardless, the fee will not cover the added expenses of offering these two courses.


As projected in Proposed Budget, Technology Replacement Fiscal ’04-’07 (C)  a fund balance should be carried forward into fiscal year 2004.  This projection has been made without showing any revenue gained thru enrollment growth.  It is important to carry this substantial balance ($109,000) forward from fiscal year 2003, because of the Macintosh environments scheduled to be replaced in CN 219 and ELC 306.  The deficit shown in 2007 could be reduced or erased pending any increase in funding by enrollment growth or a proposed student fee increase.  If the revenue in future years does not change or if it decreases, some modifications will obviously need to be made to this proposed schedule.  On The other hand, significant growth would be the only factor would increase the projected expenditures.  Glen requested that the committee approve these documents today so that he will be authorized to deal on the 176 machines to be replaced later this year.

Student Survey Report. Glen


Students of every demographic responded to the survey.  The main area of concern was that many students expressed concern over having to wait to use computers in the library. The ultimate decision concerning the capabilities of the computers in the Library must be made by the Library.  The concern expressed by 15% of students requesting Wordperfect© can be addressed by our committee but would represent a substantial licensing fee.  Glen is concerned that Microsoft is not very compatible with 3rd party software. In response to the concern over using on-campus email addresses, Glen suggested that on-campus email accounts could be forwarded to off-campus accounts.  The Deans Council is expected to discuss action to be taken to provide academic software packages in open Labs.  The complete student’s comments are posted as a .pdf document on the web. Glen plans to post a document on the web detailing specific actions taken to address the students’ concerns.  This survey and action report will be repeated annually.
