Student Technology Survey Report. Glen


The survey, while complete has yet to be fully analyzed. The completed report, including approx. 400 pages of students comments, is still a few weeks away from being compiled. In response to Greg’s  question as to the general sense of the students’ comments so far, Glen said that the students seem satisfied with 1517 students responding.  The main area of student concern was with inadequate night and weekend hours offered by the Library. There was a percentage that also wanted access to Word Perfect© and business students expressed a desire to have the business software available to them in the open Labs.  A wireless has been installed in the library however actual workstations on the upper floors of the Library is unlikely in the near future.  John Eye  said the Library is concerned about the noise that computers near the study may cause. By Feb. meeting the survey would be available.
