Fitting Data in Microsoft Office Excel (my version is 2003)

Type in the data, putting x values in one column and the y values in the column next to it.  

Highlight the columns, go to Insert menu, and choose Chart.

Choose XY(Scatter) and click on Next, Next, Next, Finish.

The chart should be selected.  Pull down the Chart menu and choose Add Trendline.

Choose which type you want: linear, exponential, logarithmic, or logistic.  Go to Options and check the box by Display equation on quart.  Click on OK.
