Ethics and Integrity. In recent years we have seen questionable ethical behavior highlighted by the media and prosecuted in the legal system. Research shows that more employees lose their jobs not because of poor job skills, but because of poor personal traits, including weak ethical standards.  In this course and in all courses you take at Southern Utah University, you have and will continue to develop technical knowledge. However, strong technical skills must go hand-in-hand with a strong code of ethics. You will be expected to demonstrate appropriate ethical conduct and integrity in this course

and throughout your life.  Scholastic dishonesty will not be tolerated and will be prosecuted to the fullest extent. You are expected to have read and understood the current issue of the student handbook (published by Student Services) regarding student responsibilities and rights, and the intellectual property policy, for information about

procedures and about what constitutes acceptable on-campus behavior. Any student who cheats in this class, regardless of role or level of participation, will be assigned a grade of F for the course.

Professional Work Product. You are preparing to enter your chosen profession. You should endeavor to excel in this profession. As a faculty member, I expect a full measure of effort from you.  You should treat all of your assignments as if they are professional work product. Each assignment you submit should be of a quality that you would submit to a client or supervisor. Each submission should be clearly written and in standard, grammatically-correct English.

Professional Conduct. The major you have chosen within the School of Business is designed to prepare you to enter into the professional world of business. I consider it my responsibility to take the leadership in creating a classroom environment where optimal learning can take place. In addition, I also believe it is my responsibility to help students develop the social skills that are expected in a professional work atmosphere. Here are some expectations I have in order for us to create an effective, professional learning

environment . . .

• Just as you can expect me to be here, prepared and on time, for every scheduled class session, I expect the same of you. Class attendance and participation are a part of my assessment in assigning subjective points at the end of the semester.

• You are responsible for acquiring relevant notes from other students if you are late to or miss class.

• Ask questions! If something is unclear to you, it probably means that several others have the same question. However, please ask me the questions in class, or to slow down, not your neighbor. In other words, no talking when I am talking. Likewise, no talking when a fellow student “has the floor.”  Professionals are courteous and respectful of each another.

• Contributions to class discussion are strongly encouraged.

• Do not come to class late or leave early. Neither your fellow students nor I appreciate this disruption.

• Do not read the newspaper or work on projects for other courses during class time.

• Bringing food and drinks to class is permissible, as long as it’s not disruptive. Please don’t bring anything wrapped in noisy “crinkly” wrappers.

• No ringing cell phones or talking on cell phones.

• Get help from the professor in his office if you don’t understand the material.
