Course Description:

Introduces aspects of human communication that develop and implement presentation of
speeches and investigates and executes strategies, principles, and theories, of interpersonal
communication. Students will learn the steps of building relationships, teamwork, interviewing
skills, and research skills.

Course Objectives:

1. Students will be able to research, organize and deliver effective informative and persuasive
speeches.

Assessment: This objective will be accomplished by completing the speech assignments and
through instructor feedback on students’ informative and persuasive speeches.

2. Students will be able to locate and identify credible sources aiding them in informing or
persuading an audience to a preconceived end.

Assessment: This objective will be accomplished through constructing and delivering required
speeches.

3. Students will be able to understand relationship termination and the role it plays in identity
construction in personal relationships.

Assessment: This objective will be accomplished through a formal analysis of “break-up” stories
gathered in a final group project.

4. Students will be able to understand and explain basic communication theories and concepts
directly related to relationship development and maintenance in personal and professional
contexts.



Assessment: This objective will be accomplished through classroom lecture, discussion and
exams.

Course Policies:

Participation: Your active participation in the class drastically increases the value of the course.
Although I cannot force you to participate in the class discussions | will definitely try. Your
perspectives and opinions are invaluable assets in understanding the material so don’t be afraid
to share them. Like it or not we are all in this together. Your regular attendance and participation
in every class impacts everyone. A portion of your final grade will be based on participation in
daily in-class quizzes. These quizzes are not designed to force you to regurgitate information,
although some concepts from class and the book will be included. They are designed to make
you think for yourself and grapple with your own opinions and ideas. If you put some thought
into them, I promise you will gain more from this course and enjoy it more.

Attendance:

You are expected to attend every class. If you miss class on the day that an assignment is due,
you are responsible for turning it in anyway. If you miss the day you are scheduled to speak you
will be unable to make up the speaking part of the assignment, but you may receive credit for the
outline provided it is turned in on time. The daily quiz cannot be made up. The only exceptions
are in the case of legitimate and documented illness, family emergency or school approved
function. Vacations, weddings and other such events are not considered emergencies. If you
know you are going to be absent for a non-emergency event, you need to contact me in advance.

Who Am 1?

Using Chapter 2 as a reference, describe yourself, your roles, self-concept (ie. Do you think you
are attractive, respected, successful, confident, etc?) I don’t want to hear “I was born in Bountiful
then moved to Salt Lake and went to Jordan High, then I... ” although I’m sure that affects who
you are, be more specific. “My friends were always really good at sports and | wasn’t. It made
me feel bad about myself so | started engaging in destructive behavior.” It doesn’t have to be a
therapy session, but | want you to start figuring out why you are the way you are. If you moved
around a lot maybe you learned how to adapt quickly to different environments and people.
Mainly I want to know how have your background, culture, and group affiliations sculpted the
person you are today. Your paper should be 1 % to 2 pages double spaced in Times New Roman
with 12 point font.

1st Speech (Informative)

Each of you will be required to research, write and deliver a 3-5 minute informative speech on a
topic of your choice which will be pre-approved by the instructor. It is absolutely required that
you stay within the 5 minute time frame, this means that you will need to practice your speech in
order to stay within the time frame. This informative speech should include at least 1 visual aid
and 2 outside sources. Each student will create a main topic outline for their speech which can be
used during the speech. These sources should be included on our outline and your outline will be
handed in after your speech.

2nd Speech (Persuasive):

Each of you will be required to research, write and deliver a 4-6 minute persuasive speech on a
topic of your choice which will be pre-approved by the instructor. The topic may be the same as
the informative speech or students may choose a new topic. Again, it is absolutely required that
you stay within the 6 minute time frame, this means that you will need to practice your speech in
order to be familiar enough to stay within the time frame. Each student will create a full sentence



outline for their speech that may be used during the speech. You are required to use at least 2
visual aids in this speech along with 2 outside sources during your speech. These sources should
be included on your outline and your outline will be handed in after your speech.

Exams:

There will be two exams covering assigned reading & classroom discussion, one midterm exam
and a final exam. In order to do well on the exams you will need to be current on reading, take
good notes & be actively engaged in class. The Midterm exam will consist of 50 multiple choice
questions. Each question will be worth 2 points. The Final exam will also be 50 multiple choice
questions worth 2 points each.

Group Presentation:

All students will be assigned into groups by the instructor during the first week of class. These
groups will participate in various activities throughout the semester culminating in a final group
presentation. Group presentation topics will be delivered on chapters of the text discussed in
class. These presentations should be fun. Use games, video clips, etc. to make your project
exciting and informative. This presentation, while a group effort, will be graded on an individual
basis. Each presentation will be 30-40 minutes in length and be graded on the content covered,
accuracy of information and creativity.

Outside Speaker Critique:

Sometimes the best way to learn public speaking skills is to watch someone else speak. This
assignment requires you to attend a speech outside class and then write up a 1-2 page paper
describing what you learned about public speaking skills. You may write about both the negative
and positive traits and skills you saw displayed during the speech.

Speech Critiques:

In order for people to get the experience of public speaking, they need a public to speak to. You
will evaluate each in-class speech with an evaluation form provided in class.
