The College of Humanities and Social Sciences is one of ever-growing breadth and 

depth.  We range from the most humanistic of disciplines to those approximating the hard 

sciences, with everything in between.  This diversity of disciplinary expertise is one of the 

college‘s great strengths.  What brings us together as a cohesive community of scholars is our 

intense interest in the human condition and what makes people tick.

The Leadership Certificate draws from classes offered from disciplines across the 

college, thus contextualizing leadership from the perspective of the humanities and social 

sciences.  We have also established a, Everyday Leadership Scholarship that supports one of 

our most engaged undergraduates with senior standing.    

In fall 2011, the college will start number of new programs of study: A BA/BS in 

Philosophy; minors in sustainability and women and gender studies; and coursework in Latin 

and Arabic.   

HSS faculty are front and center in the crafting of the university‘s academic roadmap 

whose centerpiece is an intentional and intensive experiential learning experience that 

culminates in a capstone project.  HSS faculty serve as directors or interim directors of three 

of the five engagement tracks, and another of our faculty serves as interim director of the new 

faculty center. Additionally we have hired Dr. Rosanita Cespedes as the Director of the 

Hispanic Center for Academic Excellence, and under-scores the institutions commitment to 

its efforts to recruit and retain a diverse student body.   

HSS continues to serve a large student body at the undergraduate and graduate level, 

and look forward to further growth and expansion in the years to come.  It has pleasure and a 

privilege to serve such a fine institution, with its excellent faculty and staff, and outstanding 

students.

College Executive Summary 
The College of Humanities and Social Sciences continues its impressive growth arc, 

and is two years into a three hear hiring plan.  We are welcoming eleven new faculty 

members to HSS this, six of whom are brand new tenured or tenure track lines.  Of our new 

tenured faculty members, we are very pleased to welcome Dr. Rosanita Cespedes who will 

direct the Hispanic Center for Academic Excellence which will continue on its mission to 

work with local schools through the tutoring project and engage community members 

through its language interchange, Encuentros, as well as expand recruitment and retention 

efforts in the local and regional Latino community (Utah‘s fastest growing demographic).   

Dr. Darrell Spencer, professor of English, will also be joining us.  Dr. Spencer is an 

award winning fiction writer, and will bring extra clout to an already impressive group of 

faculty in the English Department.   

HSS has worked very hard to develop programs that align with the arts and sciences 

mission with a BA/BS in philosophy, minors in sustainability and women‘s and gender 

studies, and coursework in Latin and Arabic.   

HSS has also taken the lead in the institution as we search for a more powerful and 

useful course evaluation system with the IDEA course evaluation survey.  This powerful 

instrument better fits with a learning centered institution and is responsive to the 

Commissioner of Higher Education and Regent‘s call for objectives-based approaches in 

higher education.  Piloted over a three-semester period, in spring 2011 the faculty voted for 

and passed IDEA as the college‘s new course evaluation instrument.  

Faculty members from the college continue to be front and center in the hand-on 

crafting of the university‘s academic roadmap.  Three of the five learning engagement centers 

are stewarded by college faculty (Dr. Earl Mulderink in community engagement, Dr. Kurt 

Harris in global engagement, and Dr. Todd Petersen in creative and interpretive engagement), 

and the new Faculty Center is under the able vision and management of Dr. Kyle Bishop.   

Coupled with the college‘s commitment to high-quality experiential learning, the 

psychology department is renovating the old nursing lab in the basement of the GC.  It will 

become a state of the art psychology lab that will allow for animal behavior testing, 

computer-based testing of all kind, one-on-one and small group testing, and finally the space 

will also incorporate a small seminar / teaching area.  

HSS continues with its impressive annual showing in major university-level awards.  

Dr. Emily Dean (Anthropology) was named Outstanding Educator.  Mr.  Lee Byers 

(Communication) was honored with a Staff Distinguished Service Award.  Ms. Rudia 

Heddings (History and Sociology) received the Outstanding Staff Member Award.    

Finally, HSS has undergone some institutional life cycle changes.  Psychology Chair, Dr. 

Steve Barney, will step down and be replaced by Dr. Lynn White.  Additionally, long-serving 

History and Sociology Chair, Dr. Curtis Bostick, will be stepping down at the end of fall
