Objective:

Process: 

Introduction: Group Discussion 
Show students the digital images.  Have students identify the colors of the trees in each painting. Have students look closely at the green in each painting.  Ask them to find another color besides green. 

Ask students to explain why artists use several colors to portray an object that is primarily monochromatic.





Demonstration
Show students how to draw a shaded tree using complimentary and analogous colors using the following procedure.

See enclosed example of the stages of the drawing.

1. Fold your 12x18 paper into fourths
2. Draw a symbol of a tree in one of the fourths
3. Color the tree using only brown and green
4. Ask students if it looks like a tree.  Discuss symbols vs. representation
5. Compare your tree to one of the trees one of the paintings
a. Does it look as real?
b. How are they the same?
c. How are they different?
6. Begin to add more color to your tree and discuss the difference it is making as you go (See enclosed sample)
7. On your 9x12 paper draw another tree using all of the color techniques.  Finish the drawing by adding background, middle ground, and foreground to the scene.

Tree Shapes (Optional)
In the lesson “COMMUNITIES AND TOWNS: Trees: Drawing Techniques” there are several examples of tree shapes.  You could introduce your students to these tree shapes for this lesson, or teach that lesson prior to this one and refer students back to those tree shapes.

Drawing Trees
1. Pass out the 12x18 sheets of drawing paper and have students fold it into fourths
2. Have students experiment with adding different colors to trees to see the effect.  What colors create a feeling of shade, sunlight, depth, etc?  What colors lead to a more abstract version of a tree?
3. Optional:  Show students paintings by Mondrian.  Discuss their influence as precursors to cubism.  
4. Pass out the 9x12 sheets of drawing paper
5. Have students draw a complete picture using a tree and color as their inspirations
6. Monitor students to make sure they are drawing appropriate elements for each picture.
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
