Etudier (“to study” in French) 
Purpose: To teach students how real studio artists make fine art. To show how most studio artists do studies before they make the final piece. Artists will draw the figures hands, an eye, an ear, feet… before they put it all together in the final piece.
Materials:
1. Etudier worksheet provided
2. Still life set up
3. Lesson plan images provided
4. pencils
Procedure:
1. Before class teacher must set up still life with at least 4 objects and hide from view of the class. Objects can be found anywhere in the classroom or outside in nature.
2. View images of studies provided.
3. Pass out provided worksheet.
4. Pull out one object from the still life and place it on the front desk.  Allow students 2 minutes to draw the object in box 1.
5. Return the first object to the still life and bring out the second object. Repeat step 4 for a total of four objects.
6. Reveal the entire still life to the class and have them draw it in box 5.
Questions:
1. Did you draw a better object in box one or when you drew the object for the second time in box 5?
2. Did you notice details about the individual objects that helped you draw them better when they were all put together?
3. What things did you notice from the “study” of each object?
4. If you didn’t draw each object individually before you drew the final drawing, do you think that you would have drawn your final drawing as well?
