Figures in a Moment Lesson Plan

Objective: For students to understand how a figure in art is situated in a composition.
Materials:
1. Lesson plan images provided

Procedure: 
1. Look at images provided with the class and discuss what the figure is doing in the composition.
2. Ask questions about the figures facial expression and body language.
3. Ask students to get up from desks and mimic the figures’ body language expressed in the image.
4. Integrate both close and distant figure images.
Questions to Ask K-2:
1. How do you express with your body when you are happy, sad, angry…? Make sure students do not use noises to express their feelings.
2. How do the people relate to each other? Are they friends, family, enemies…?
3. How do you feel when you are in that posture? 
Questions to Ask 3-4:
1. How does the artist express that emotion in their paintings?
2. How does the landscape match the feelings or postures of the figures?
3. How does color show emotion?
Questions to ask 5-6:
1. How important is the figure in the image when we try to understand the tone/ mood the artist was trying to convey?
2. If the figure were to speak what would he or she say?
3. Did the artist succeed in making an image that portrays a certain emotion?
