Landscape of Soviet Russia
Objective: To make students aware of the differences in the landscape between southern Utah and soviet Russia.
Materials:
1. Paper and pencils for students to draw outside
2. Lesson plan images provided

Procedure:
1. Review with the students what a landscape is.
2. Take students on a mini field trip to a nearby location such as the playground or field.
3. Have students sit independently and write a list of all of the things they see in the landscape.
4. Return to the classroom and show images provided.
5. Discuss the similarities and the differences between the soviet landscape and the local landscape.
Questions K-2:
1. Would you want to live in their landscape? Why?
2. What is the weather like in their landscape and in our landscape?
3. How are the landscapes different and the same?
Questions 3-4:
1. Which landscape would you want to live in? Why?
2. Why are the landscapes different from each other?
3. Do you think that farming is important in each culture?
Questions 5-6:
1. Which landscape would you rather live in? Why?
2. How do people react to the landscape (with figures)?
3. How do people interact with the landscape?
