Plein Air
Purpose: To teach the students what it means to paint in the “plein air” style.
Materials:
1. Photo of outside area
2. Paper
3. Pencils 

Procedure: 
1. Before class the teacher needs to take a picture of somewhere around the school that is outside.
2. In class show image provided to emphasize to students the benefits of painting a landscape while being within the space.
3. Have students draw the image from the picture that the teacher took on one half of their paper.
4. Take students to location and have them draw the same view from the picture while being in the space.
5. Return to class and discuss the experience.
Questions:
1. How did you feel when you were drawing from the picture versus when you were drawing from real life?
2. How are your two pictures different?
3. Which one was easier to draw, which one was harder to draw?
4. Which one do you like better?
5. How is the lighting different from the camera than from in real life?
