Suggested Timeline

For Teaching this Packet

Introductory lessons:  These lessons might best be taught before bringing students to the Gallery.  The concepts and ideas taught here will help students better understand the experience they will have while attending the Gallery Tour.

1. Art Sketchbooks – This lesson will help students understand that Jim Jones worked through several steps to get a completed painting.  The sketchbook could also be brought along for nature sketches if you have classes trading off activities in order to share a bus

2. Sketchbook Drawings – This lesson could be done prior to the Gallery Tour in order to bring to the attention of students the skyline and perspective so they can identify it in Jim Jones artwork.
3. Silhouette Landscape (3 parts) – This lesson gives students an opportunity to experiment with landscape prior to visiting the gallery.
4. BRAITHWAITE FINE ARTS GALLERY CLASS TOUR
Review lessons:  These lessons might best be taught after bringing students to the Gallery.  The concepts and ideas taught here will help students review and expand on the experience they had while attending the Gallery Tour.

5. (4b.)  Sketchbook Drawings – This lesson also works well after the Gallery Tour as a reinforcement of art elements they discovered at the Gallery.

6. Color Power - This lesson is a little more advanced and would be good to use to reinforce concepts learned and to challenge students to go beyond the typical landscape drawing.
7. Water Color Landscapes – This lesson works well to keep the momentum of the Gallery experience fresh for the students.  It also works well as a review and application of concepts learned.
8. COMMUNITIES & TOWNS: Trees: Drawing Techniques – This lesson is from the Springville Museum of Art.  It can be used along with any of the lessons or separately.  The materials will need to be adjusted to the digital images of Jim Jones paintings.
