Watercolor Landscapes 

Part 2 of 3 – Watercolor

Objective: 

Standard 1(Making): Students will assemble and create works of art by experiencing a variety of art media and by learning the art elements and principles.

Objective 1:  Create works of art using the elements and principles.
Standard 2(Perceiving): Students will find meaning by analyzing, criticizing, and evaluating works of art.
Objective 1: Critique works of art.
Teaching Materials:

· Teacher example of the various stages and completed watercolor landscape project

Student Materials:

· 9" x 12" watercolor paper (1-2 pieces per student) 
· Scratch paper 

· Watercolor paints and brushes 

· Rinsing cups 

· Clean water container
· Newspapers or table/desk covers 

· Paper towels for blotting brushes and spills 

· Sketching pencil
· Erasers 

Process:

Introduction: Demonstration
Using the wet-on-wet technique, paint the sky on your drawing 
· Point out to students that you are only wetting the area where you want color

Wet-On-Wet 
Have students paint their sky using the technique demonstrated
Demonstration II
Allow student paintings to dry as you demonstrate the wet-on-dry technique, painting the middle ground on your drawing 
· Point out to students that you are only painting in the basic shapes of your middle ground

· Details will be added later, after the first layer of paint is dry

Wet-On-Dry
Have students paint their middle ground using the technique demonstrated

Demonstration III
Allow student paintings to dry as you demonstrate the dry-on-dry technique, painting the fore- ground on your drawing 
· First use scratch paper to show students different effects and textures they can get using different brushes

· Next, demonstrate the dry-on-dry technique

· Using different techniques and different brushes, add the final details to your painting

Dry-On-Dry

Have students complete their painting by adding detail using the technique demonstrated
