What does it mean to be a patriot?
Purpose: To expose students to the idea of patriotism around the world using art.
Materials:
1. Paper 
2. Pencils
3. Colored pencils
4. Lesson plan images provided 
Procedure: 
1. Using the images provided discuss the similarities and differences between the American flag and the soviet flag.  Keep in mind the representation of each flag’s symbols. (i.e. stars, stripes, red, blue, gold, sickle etc.) 
2. Give the students the scenario that they have founded their own country and ask them what they would incorporate into their flag.
3. Have children draw and color their flag.
Questions: 
1. What does your flag represent?
2. How does your flag show what is important to you?
3. Why did you choose your colors?
4. Why are flags important?
5. Why is your flag important to you?
