“What is in a Name” Lesson Plan
Objective: To teach students about the importance of titles when looking at art objects.
Materials:
1. Lesson plan images provided
2. Title cards
Procedure:
1. Display the images provided.
2. Use cards provided that have titles to match to each image.
3. Discuss the relevance of each title to their corresponding artwork.
Variation for grades 4-6:
Along with matching the title to the image, teachers are also encouraged to have their students write their own titles to the art before the actual title is revealed.

Questions K-2:
1. Why is a title important?
2. Does the title make you feel a certain way about the image?
3. Does the title tell us anything about the artist?
Questions 3-4:
1. Why is a title important?
2. Did the image change for you once you knew what the title was?
3. Why can your perception of the image change when you know the title?
Questions 5-6:
1. Does the image “match” the title?
2. Does the title have to match the image?
3. Do you like your title better than the artist’s?
