TELLING A STORY WITH AN IMAGE

(Southern Utah University, Cedar City, Utah) The SUU Department of Art and Design will feature Richard
Selesnick and Nicholas Kahn, a photography and conceptual artist duo, at Art Insights, Thursday, April
23,2009 at 7:00pm in the Centrum Arena. They will be discussing their combined careers as artists,
collaborators, photographers, painters, book artists, sculptors, installation artists, writers and architects.

They have experimented in and outside the photography studio manipulating the lighting effects
on a particular scene. Kahn and Selesnick bring parables and short stories to life by creating life like
images which evoke emotion, spark questions and provide a back story.

Their photographic project “City of Salt” combines the vast deserts and lush oasis of Death
Valley with short stories of greed and spiritual enlightenment to create several 36’ x 100’ images. The
series of 10’x 50’ photographs called “Apollo Prophecies” follows NASA’s story of the Edwardian English
expedition to the moon. They are currently attempting to find a lost iceberg city in 1923 and shooting
an Expedition to Mars for NASA.

Art Insights is a weekly program hosted during the Fall and Spring semesters by the Art and
Design faculty. In Art Insights students and community members meet weekly to attend gallery openings
and experience presentations and discussions by visiting artists and art educators from around the
nation who share their work and insights. Admission is free, and the general public is invited to attend.
