grossly outdated.  It housed 45% of the classes on campus, but had many problems.  Several school offi  cials and science fac-
ulty met at the state capitol where they discussed whether to build a new building or gut the old one.  Th ey decided to take a 
gamble and build a new building.

- 86% percent of SUU students who apply to professional 
pharmacy schools are accepted.

- SUU’s Medical School acceptance rate is 80%, Dental School is 
84% and the national rate is 38%.

- 100% of SUU students applying for admission into optometry, 
physicians assistant, and physical therapy schools are accepted.

- SUU grad Lex Allen was selected as the top student in this 
year’s entering class at the U of U’s Medical School.
